o A water right abstract (see more information on pg.2), and
o A map detailing place of use (more information regarding map requirements on pg. 2)

Important information:

DNRC

By severing a portion of a water right, it is no longer appurtenant to the property. A severed water
right will require a change authorization in order to use the water right in a manner inconsistent with
historical practices. Contact your local DNRC Water Resources Regional Office if you have questions
concerning the continued use of the water right being severed.

The deed or other recorded instrument must show that the water right is no longer appurtenant to the
property. See § 85-2-424, MCA.

If the ownership of the water right is not current, you must also provide full chain of title from the owner of
record on file with DNRC to the current owner.
