Who should take the training?
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If you plan to be a presenter, ultimately using the trailer is the best teacher.  However, this training will give you the background to be more successful.  If you are not a presenter but will be helping your district use the trailer, knowing how to set it up and take it down may be valuable.  
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All trailer presentations require that the trailer be accompanied by a trained operator.  Attendees will be certified to fill this function.

Rolling River Trailer Trainings
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The Rolling River Trailer is a dynamic educational tool.  Aside from actually going to a river site, it is the next best way to demonstrate riparian and watershed principles.  Participant interest is high due to the dynamic and interactive nature of the trailer.  Like any piece of equipment understanding what the trailer can do (and can’t do) and learning some operational “tricks will lead to more successful utilization. 

Note: All trailer presentations require that the

trailer be accompanied by a trained operator.  Attendees will be certified to fill this function.

What the training covers -

· Trailer operation and maintenance –the basics of setting up, operating, and taking down the trailer

· Presentation Basics – what kind of things the trailer can and can’t demonstrate

· Other presentations – the trailer can be used at fairs, for watershed presentations and a variety of other uses.
