Interns will work, learn, and gain valuable
insight from mentoring ranchers from across the state of Montana. A stipend will be given at the end of each
month with room and board supplied by the mentoring ranch. Sophomore, junior, senior or grad students
majoring in any natural resource related field are encouraged to apply.

Our goal is to prepare the next generation of land
stewards. In a unique opportunity, we are providing ranching experience and a rancher’s
pragmatic perspective on resource management to students who may later pursue careers in
resource management in either government or the private sector.
