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NOTICE OF ENTRY OF INTERLOCUTORY DECREE AND NOTICE OF
AVAILABILITY

ALL WATER USERSNEED TO READ THISNOTICE

The Montana Water Court has entered its Interlocutory Decree for Basin 40R and the Decree is now
available for your review.

If an abstract isincluded, then you own an existing water right with a priority date before July 1, 1973.
The abstract reflects your existing water right claim asit appears in the Decree.

If an abstract is NOT included, then you own a permit or certificate from the DNRC to appropriate water
with a priority date after June 30, 1973.

WHAT ISTHE INTERLOCUTORY DECREE?

The Decree includes abstracts of some of the existing water right claims within Basin 40R. These water
rights claims have outstanding issues from the prior decree which need to be addressed or were not
included in aprior decree for thisbasin. The Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law available at the
DNRC Water Rights Adjudication Office or on the Internet explains how the Decree was prepared.

What you should do:
* Review the abstract of your own water right claim or claims;
* Review the abstracts of all other water rightsthat affect your water right;
* Decideif these abstracts correctly identify pre-July 1, 1973 water use;
* Decideif you want to file objections; and
* Fileyour objectionswith the Water Court by JUNE 28, 2021.

Y our water right can be affected by what isin your abstract and other abstracts in the Decree. Review the
abstracts carefully. If changes were made to your abstract, you may challenge those changes by filing an
objection. You may aso address the DNRC's issue remarks by objection. If there are issue remarks on

the abstract of your claim which are not resolved by objection, the remarks will be addressed and resolved
by the Water Court.

SHOULD YOU FILE AN OBJECTION?

Only you can answer thisquestion. You need to know:

* You can only object to water rightswith pre-July 1, 1973 priority dates;

Your water right may be subject to other water rights on your source or on other

sourcesin the Basin;

* Your water right may be subject to water rightsin adjoining Basins,

* Your water right may be subject to Indian and Federal reserved water rights;

A claim that does not receive objections or issue remarks may remain unchanged and

may be entered in the Final Decreeasis; and

* ThisDecree, asmodified by objections and hearings, will be enfor ceable under
Montana law.

If you believe your water right claims or someone else's water right claimsin this Decree do not reflect
historical (before July 1, 1973) beneficial use, you should file an objection.
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HOW TO FILE AN OBJECTION AND REQUEST A HEARING

Objections must be filed on the forms provided by the Water Court and be filed with the Court by
JUNE 28, 2021. The Objection Form can be found at the offices listed below or on the Internet. Those

The Water Court may grant arequest for an extension of the time for filing objections. A request for an
extension must be received by the Water Court on or before JUNE 28, 2021. Extension request forms are
available at the offices listed below or on the Internet.

Leader, Sheridan County News, and Glasgow Courier.

If someone objects to your water right claims, the Court will notify you and you are entitled to file
counterobjections to their claims. The Water Court will notify you of the time when counterobjections
must be filed. After objections and counterobjections have been filed, the Water Court will address and
resolve all objections, counterobjections, and issue remarks.
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IT ISIMPORTANT THAT YOU PARTICIPATE IN THISPROCESS,
OTHERWISE YOUR RIGHT TO APPEAL A DECISION AFFECTING YOUR
WATER RIGHT ISLIMITED.
