During the legislative session, Tribal Chairman Michael Pablo and
Tribal Attorney Dan Decker attended legislative hearings and
testified In favor of the extension of the Commission. In addition,
Mr. Pablo and Mr. Decker attended and participated In a Commission
meeting held during the session.

Research continues Into the many complex legal and historical
questions raised by the reserved water right claims of the
Confederated Tribes. The management of the federal Irrigation
project on the reservation Is the subject of three additional
lawsuits filed In federal court this spring.
