negotiations. Accordingly, such requests are hereby made to your
tribe and as the act provides, (Section 27(3)), upon receipt of such
written designation from the governing body of a tribe, Compact
negotiations shall be considered to have commenced. Of course,

the composition and number of representatives designated by each :
tribe are entairely within the discretion of the tribe. 'The Compact ‘
Commission may negotiate with the Indian tribes or their authorized

representatives jowntly or severally to conclude Compacts authorized
under the law. (Sectaon 27(3)).

Early consideration and reply to these requests will permit
negotiations to be commenced as soon as conveniently possible for
all parties.,, The Commission is agreeable to meeting with your
authoraized representatives at a time and place most convenicnt
for you.
